 The Jam Handy Filmstrip Collection contains 125 filmstrips 

and 3 phonorecordings made by the company in Detroit, 

Michigan, and are in both black and white and color. The films 

cover topics such as agriculture, machinery and office 

equipment, department and discount stores, appliances, 

automobiles, food, pharmaceuticals, and clothing.
