Stanley Topel was an elementary and high school teacher from
1957 to 1994. Topel used audio-visual materials in his
classroom to better engage students, and over the years,
amassed a personal collection of equipment. Stanley Topel
went on to earn a doctoral degree in education, writing a
dissertation on the use of audio-visual materials in the
classroom.

The Stanley R. Topel Audio-Visual Education Collection
contains receipts, warranty cards, equipment instructional
manuals, 51 filmstrips, 7 reading script pamphlets that
accompanied films, 2 audiocassettes to accompany films, two
printed sermons, an oral interview on 2 DVDs and 2 VHS
cassettes, and two copies of Topel’s dissertation.

The collection is open for research. Use of original films, audio
and VHS cassettes, and DVDs is restricted. Access may be
unavailable due to lack of appropriate hardware.
